2) Coordinate with school nurse/teacher to set up date and time of your Tar Wars presentation. 

3) Spend up to an hour with students, presenting the Tar Wars lesson and engaging them in a conversation about the dangers of tobacco use.  

4) Return to the school for one half hour to judge the school’s Tar Wars poster contest.  THIS IS OPTIONAL.
